a. Each entrant may submit up to 3 images.

b. Entries must be submitted by 5PM Thursday, 1 April, 2021
c. Entries will be judged by nominated judges.

d. Winning images will be selected for our 2021 ‘Walk in my Shoes’ Exhibition.
e. The image presented for judging must be 100% photographic in origin, generally this means using a camera or iphone.

f. Each entry does not contain any material that could constitute or encourage conduct which would be considered a criminal offense, give rise to civil liability, or otherwise violate any law.

g. Each entry does not infringe upon the copyrights, trademarks, contract rights, or any other intellectual property rights of any third person or entity, or violate any person’s rights of privacy or publicity. 

h. You are the sole copyright owner and author of each entry.

i. You agree to participate in related publicity. You agree to the use of your name and images indefinitely for the purposes of advertising, promotion and publicity without additional compensation.

j. Only works which have been made within the last 12 months will be eligible for entry.
k. No photos of homeless people will be accepted.

m. If your photo is of another person, please include the permission form signed by them (or by their parents if under 18) allowing Concern Australia to publish their image.
3. SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Submissions must include the entry form, a digital file of each image as well as a printed copy of your work. 

All submissions are through the entrant’s School or Educational Institution. 

a. Size (Digital Specifications):

LANDSCAPE orientation is preferred. **High resolution (as high as possible) TIFF files, or the original RAW files, or JPEG files with a minimum of 2000 pixels along the shortest edge.

Please include original RAW files with your submission if they are available as these will be used for publication.
           Mounted image must be at least A4 - A3 size.

b. Identification: 

All entries must be clearly marked on the back with your name, title of the artwork, and School or Educational Institution.

Each electronic image file must be labelled with your first and last name, and image title. For example, JohnSmith_sunrise.jpg.

Each CD, DVD or USB must be labelled with the full name and address of the School or Educational Institution. Keep your own copy of your files, as they will not be returned after the competition.
